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With more than a million livestock farms in the United States, figuring out what to do with the animal manure has always been a challenge for operators.  Through an online bidding system, the CLEANmp Program provides TSPs with the opportunity to conduct Environmental Assessments and to develop or revise Nutrient Management Plans (NMP) for livestock and poultry producers located west of the Mississippi Both types of projects will help a producer reduce potential manure runoff and subsequent impacts on sensitive watersheds around their operation. 
The Comprehensive Livestock Environmental Assessment and Nutrient Management Plan – West (CLEANmp) Program goes live on August 1, 2008.  Costs for these services will be paid through an  Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) grant administered by the Environmental Resources Coalition (ERC).  The program is funded through 2011.
Guidance for TSPs wishing to participate in the program can be found on the program website at http://www.cleanmp-west.org .  To provide services for this program a TSP must be certified in one of the following categories:

· Nutrient Management - Organic and Inorganic or 

· Manure and Wastewater Handling and Storage or 

· One of the five CNMP Plan Development categories (Land Treatment, Manure and Wastewater Handling and Storage, Nutrient Management, or Total Plan Development.).
All work must be completed in accordance with Environmental Quality Incentive Program (EQIP) and TSP Program regulations.  Additional information may be obtained by contacting
